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BATTERY AND FUSE CONNECTION VIEW

Possible Cause : Thermal fuse has tripped.

The car is equipped with a self-resetting fuse. When the car is overloaded or operated incorrectly;
the self-resetting fuse will be cut off for 60 seconds before becoming operational again. The Self-
resetting fuse is under the seat ( Refer to the picture).

To Avoid the fuse cut off the power, follow these guidelines:

DO NOT overload the car, Maximum weight allowed: 30kg

DO NOT tow anything behind the car.

DO NOT drive up steep slopes.

DO NOT drive into fixed objects, which may cause the wheels to spin, causing the motor to
overheat.

DO NOT drive in very hot weather, components may overheat.

DO NOT tamper with the electric system, doing so may create a short circuit, Causing the fuse to
trip.

Possible Cause : Battery Connector or wires are loose.

Make sure the battery connectors ore firmly plugged into each other.

Possible Cause : Battery is dead.

Have you properly maintained the battery according to the directions ? Is the battery Old ? Your
battery may need to be replaced.

Possible Cause : Electric System is Damaged & Motor is damaged.

Water may have corroded the system, or loose dirt, gravel or sand might have jammed the switch.
The motor needs professional repair.

Problem : The Battery Will Not Recharge.

Battery connector or adapter connector is loose. Make sure the battery connector and adapter
connector ore firmly plugged together.

Charger is not plugged in. Make sure the charger is plugged into the wall outlet and the power
flow to the outlet is on.

Charger is not working. Is the chager worm while charging ? If not, charger may not work
properly and may need to be replaced.
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BATTERY CHARGING

First plug the charger connector into the battery socket. Then plug
the charger into a standard wall outlet. Use the charger only in a wall
outlet. Do not plug the charger into a ceilling outlet.

If power flow to the wall outlet is controlled by a switch, make sure
the switch is “ON”

Once the battery is charged, remove the charger connector from the
battery and then uplug the charger from the wall outlet. Refer to the
battery installation section for instructions to install your battery. If
your battery is already installed in your vehicle, simply reconnect the
motor harness connector to the battery.
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Adults Note: Periodically examine this battery charger for
damage to the cord, housing or other parts that may result
in the risk of fire, electric shock or injury. If the battery
charger is damaged, do not use it.

Make sure you charge the battery for at least 18 hours
using the enclosed 12 volt charger before operating your
vehicle for the first time.

Charge the battery for at least 12 hours after each use of the vehicle.

Do not remove the battery from your vehicle to recharge it. Never charge
the battery longer than 24 hours. Failure to follow these instuctions may
damage your battery and will void your warranty.

Before charging the battery, examine the battery case for cracks and
other damage which may cause electrolyte to leak during the charging
Process. Battery acid is very corrosive and can cause severe damage to
surface it contacts with.

Charge the battery in a well ventilated area.
